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Understanding Primary 3 as 
a Key Transition Year

Primary 3 is a foundational year in the Middle Primary,
bridging between the lower and upper primary.

• Students are expected to show greater independence, 
responsibility, and self-management.

• Academic demands increase, especially in Mathematics 
problem-solving and language comprehension.

• Teachers will guide students closely, but ownership of 
learning becomes more important.
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Key Focus in Primary 3
General:

• Strong emphasis on foundational skills: reading, writing, number sense, and reasoning.

• Focus on process over answers – explaining thinking and methods.

Subject Highlights:

• English: Reading for meaning, vocabulary development, structured writing.

• Mathematics: multi-step problem sums, explaining reasoning.

• Mother Tongue: Oral confidence, vocabulary usage, sentence construction.

• Science : Curiosity, observation skills, and basic scientific thinking.

Character & Responsibility: Helping Children Take Ownership

In Primary 3, students are learning to take greater responsibility for their 
learning and behaviour.

School-Home Partnership

In school, teachers guide students to:

• Pack their bags independently

• Manage homework and class

routines

• Learn from mistakes rather than fear

them

At home, parents can support this by:

• Allowing children to try tasks on 

their own first

• Asking questions like:

• “What do you think you should do 

next?”

• “How can you check your work?”
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Partnering Parents in Supporting Learning

Excellence with Purpose: Focusing on Effort, Not Just Results

School-Home Partnership

What this looks like in Primary 3:

• A student who attempts a

challenging problem, even if the

answer is not correct

• A student who improves through

feedback and practice

At home, parents can support this by:

• Praising effort and improvement:

• “I can see you worked hard on this.”

• “You didn’t give up even when it was

tricky.”

This helps children understand that growth matters more than perfection..
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Partnering Parents in Supporting Children Through Challenges
(Resilience)

Primary 3 is often when learning becomes more demanding, and
children may feel frustrated or discouraged at times.

School-Home Partnership

In school, we teach students that:

• Struggles are part of learning

• Mistakes help us grow

At home, parents can support this by:

• Acknowledging feelings:

• “I can see that you’re upset. Let’s talk

about it.”

• Encouraging problem-solving:

• “What could you try differently

tomorrow?”

When children feel supported rather than

pressured, they develop resilience and

confidence.
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Partnering Parents in Growing the Children Socially Together

Primary 3 is often a time when students learn how to make friends, widening their 
social circle.

School-Home Partnership

Primary 3 students are learning to:

• Work with different classmates

• Make friends

• Handle disagreements appropriately

and communicate respectfully

At home, parents can support this by:

• Listening when children share

friendship issues

• Guiding them to consider others’

perspectives:

• “How do you think your friend felt?”

• “What could you say next time?”These conversations reinforce respect

and empathy, which are values that we

would like to inculcate.
